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Singapore F1 Night Racing

The world's first Formula One night
race in Singapore will be a feast of

tech gadgetry, organisers say, featdr

ing electronic flags and with around
1,500 lighting projectors illuminating
the city.

But the iconic chequered flag will ng
be lost, with organisers sticking to t
black-and-white fabric symbol to sig
nify the race end.

The Sept. 28 night race will see the
introduction of electronic flag dis-
plays to replace those traditionally
waved by race officials, Valerio
Maioli, the race's lighting designer,
said in an interview.

Coloured flag signals are an impor-
tant part of Formula One as they ar
one of the few ways teams can infg
drivers of circuit conditions.

The new system will use electronic
boards along the track to display th
different flag colours.

Maioli said the installation of the
lights was likely to stretch into early]
September. The electronic flags
would work well at the night race
because of the brightness of the dig
play board, he added. "The lighting

installation is proceeding very well J..
